Fall 2011 Program: Best Practices in Wound Care 
 

Lynn Price, Associate Professor of Nursing at Quinnipiac University and a wound care certified practitioner, 
spoke on “Best Practices in Wound Care” in a Tau Rho-sponsored event on November 9th.  The 
presentation covered new guidelines on documenting skin tears, and reviewed principles of wound 
management.  Various treatment options for pressure ulcers, venous stasis dermatitis, moisture-associated 
dermatitis, and skin tears were examined.  A summary of new reimbursement policies from the Centers for 
Medicare and Medicaid was presented; payment will be withheld incrementally for certain iatrogenic 
events, including pressure ulcers.
